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Rector’s Column

REDEMPTIVE CONVERSATIONS

This coming Friday is the 19th anniversary of the September 11,
2001 terrorist attack on the World Trade Center and the Pentagon.
Still reeling from the devastation of that day, today we live in a world
turned upside down by the pandemic. Our lives are rocked by
violence in our cities as well as racial and economic injustice. We are
unsettled by political upheaval and division.

These heartbreaking events have consequences. They can alienate

and isolate us in anger, suspicion, hate, pain and hurt. On the other
hand, these distressing realities can be a motivation for us to increase our efforts to connect
more with each other. Alienation and isolation can give way to honest conversation, a desire
for understanding and ultimately reconciliation.

In the Gospel, Jesus says that if someone wrongs us, we should go to that person and point
out what happened (Matthew 18:15-17). Another way to put it is to say that when there is
conflict, communicate. We know what happens when we do not. We get bitter, we harbor
resentment. We grow distant from the other person or group. We start making things up that
are not true.

The point of our existence as human beings and certainly as people of faith is not to live in
isolation but rather in community. So Jesus tells us, communicate. Talk first to the offender.
Then, if necessary, widen the circle, bring more people into the conversation. Offenses that
go unattended fester. If the only response to being hurt is retaliation, the circle of violence
will just get bigger. The images we see every day in real time or on the television confirm this
reality.

The philosopher John O'Donohue once said, “"Every conflict in the world, whether it be 5
minutes ago or 50 years ago is ultimately resolved by coming to the table and talking. Why
don’t we just come to the table in the first place and skip all the destruction and hurt that
goes on in between?”

In a few days, we will commemorate one of the most tragic events in the history of the
United States. That terrible day as well as the turmoil of our own times can be redeemed if
they motivate us in our families, our relationships, as a parish, a Church, a nation, a world, to
come to the table and talk. With God's grace, our conversations will change things. Our
conversations will change us.

Mensaje de Nuestro Rector

CONVERSACIONES REDENTORAS

Este proximo viernes es el decimonoveno aniversario del ataque
terrorista del 11 de septiembre de 2001 contra el World Trade Center
y el Pentagono. Todavia afectados por la devastacién de ese dia, hoy
vivimos en un mundo hecho al revés por la pandemia. Nuestras vidas
estan sacudidas por la violencia en nuestras ciudades, asi como por la
injusticia racial y econémica. Nos inquieta la agitacion politicay la
division.
Estos eventos dolorosos tienen consecuencias. Pueden alienarnos y
aislarnos en la ira, la sospecha, el odio, el sufrimiento y el dolor. Por
otro lado, estas realidades angustiosas pueden ser una motivacién para nosotros para
aumentar nuestros esfuerzos para conectarnos mas entre nosotros mismos. La alienaciény el
aislamiento pueden dar paso a una conversacion honesta, un deseo de comprensiony, en
altima instancia, la reconciliacién.

En el Evangelio, Jesus dice que, si alguien nos hace el mal, debemos ir a esa persona y senalar
lo que sucedié (Mt. 18,15-17). En otras palabras: cuando hay conflicto, hay que comunicarse.
Sabemos lo que pasa cuando no lo hacemos, nos amargamos y empezamos a guardar
resentimientos, nos distanciamos de la otra persona o del grupo y empezamos a hacer cosas
que no son verdaderas.

La raz6n de ser de nuestra existencia como seres humanos, y por supuesto, como personas de
fe, no es vivir aisladamente sino en comunidad. Asi que Jesus nos dice: hay que comunicarse.
Habla primero con aquél que te ha ofendido. Entonces, si es necesario ampliar el circulo,
invita a mas gente a la conversacion. Las ofensas que se desatienden empeoran. Si la Unica
respuesta a ser lastimado es la venganza, el circulo de violencia s6lo se hara mas grande. Las
imagenes que vemos todos los dias en tiempo real o en la television confirman esta realidad.

El fildsofo John O'Donohue dijo que: “todos los conflictos en el mundo, ya sea hace 5 minutos
o hace 50 anos, se resuelven en ultima instancia, en la mesa del didlogo, ¢Por qué no
podemos venir a la mesa del diadlogo en primer lugar y de esta manera evitar toda la
destruccién y el dolor que puede pasar?"

En unos dias, conmemoraremos uno de los acontecimientos mas tragicos de la historia de los
Estados Unidos. Ese terrible dia, asi como la incertidumbre de nuestros tiempos, pueden ser
redimidos si nos motivan en nuestras familias, nuestras relaciones, como parroquia, iglesia,
nacién, mundo, para ir a la mesay hablar. Con la gracia de Dios, nuestras conversaciones
cambiaran las cosas. Nuestras conversaciones nos cambiaran a nosotros mismos.
