Itis food to strengthen us and to reassure
us. This celebration is a good time for us to ask what happens to us when we eat this
Bread.

The
proclamation of the Eucharist is that, though we are many, we are one Bread, one Body of
Christ. The proclamation that we are one Bread is to be matched by our efforts to make
that unity a reality. Being this one Bread, one Body, we are the presence of Christ in the
world. As bread for the world, we are the bread of the divine, interacting with the world to
make a difference.

Our lives are to be bread that nourishes and strengthens others by our concrete actions to
walk with those who live in poverty, to stand with those who suffer injustice, to defend
those whose dignity is being attacked. As bread for the world we are to build right
relationships. Whether it be within our families, with the neighbors on our street or with
people in faraway lands, we are to be bread that heals hurts and builds trust.

As we eat the Bread of Life on this feast of the Body and Blood of Christ, once again we
become bread for the world. Lives blessed, strengthened, consoled and reconciled are the
evidence that we are living what we have become.
